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Audience Assessment:
Specific Goal:  Our audience will become aware of the dangers related to Police work for Utah officers and be motivated to reach out and assist those that are affected by their loss.
Type of Claim: My audience will consider donating or providing assistance to those affected by loss.
Ethos:  Primary: a) I have benefitted from the actions of emergency services.  b) I mention the traumatic work environment that these officers work in:  I cite one references.
Audience Assessment: predisposed to listen
Adaptation to Audience Attitude: (a) Common ground:  Most of my audience is probably a driver, and all are living in the area.
Latitude of Acceptance: Some may consider that they are too busy, or already help others as much as needful.
Baby Steps:  We can be respectful and helpful to police officers even if they are giving us a traffic citation.
Organizational Pattern:  Motivated sequence.  Audience members will be encouraged to become aware of the lifestyle and hazards of police officers and understand that the public good and their own good are important.  I will encourage my audience through our group presentation to affect more outreach to the emergency services and police officers by donating time, or money.

Outline:  		Accidents happen, sometimes more than once

Hook:  Have you ever found yourself staring up at the sky in a daze while on your evening drive home from work, and then realized that you are sitting at an angle and actually tilted?  This is what can and did happen to me when I stopped and those behind me didn’t in a construction area on the Highway.
Hint at Proposition:  If it was dangerous for me while I was sitting in a car stopped, how would it be if you were assessing the accident scene and another car comes at you too fast and hits another car?

-how a bad situation can get worse.
-what can be done in the event that the worse case happens.

Body:

Transition:	Let’s look at the accident and almost accident.
I. It all seems so simple, just go home like you normally would.
a. I was following my normal route home and today there is construction, but this isn’t new
b. Traffic ahead isn’t slowing, it’s stopped.
c. I change lanes and then slow down and make a somewhat quick stop
i. No squealing tires
ii. No adrenaline rush
iii. Legal and fine stop
d. How does a simple stop cause an accident? 
i. People typically break traffic laws anyway
· Speeding
· Failure to signal
· Failure to yield
· Tailgating
ii. It is so much worse when there is an accident involved.
e. And then it happens, I’m involved in an accident.
i. I hear a BOOM and then I’m looking up at the sky but it’s blurry, my glasses are on the floor of the car.
ii. I call 911 after I find my cell phone and they are only minutes away.
iii. The police arrive and help me climb down and out of my car that’s at a 45 degree angle up on a barricade
iv. As one of the two police officers move me out of the way and toward the front of the car, the other officer that was looking at the rear of another vehicle in the accident has to jump back!
v. A car that was anxious to get around the accident had almost hit the officer!
vi. It’s definitely hazardous to be a police officer in the middle of a street trying to keep the public safe and assess accident scenes.
f. As I found out the numbers for accidental police fatalities has far exceeded those from Homicide in the state of Utah during the worst historical figures as found on www.utahsfallen.org1
i. During the 1895 – 1925 period
· Homicide: 33  (82%)
· Accidental: 7 (18%)
ii. During the 1982 to 2012 period.
· Homicide: 15 (38%)
· Accidental: 25 (62%)
